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“Submitting yourselves one 
to another in the fear of 
God.”  (Ephe. 5:21) 

 

There has always been a 
raging controversy over the 
“head of the family” issue!  
Many women may not ap-
preciate 1 Corinthians 11:3 
“….head of every man is 
Christ; and the head of the 
woman is the man; and the 
head of Christ is God!”   If 
we can understand the real 
meaning of headship, we 
will function much better.  
Jesus has clearly taught 
about leadership.  “The 
greatest among you will be 
your servant!” (Mat. 23:11).   
If anyone wants to be a 
leader, then let that person 
serve!  The one who serves 
is greater than one being 
served!  Also, leadership 
calls for accountability, and 
responsibility.   The buck 
stops with the leader!  In 
Genesis chapter 3, Adam 
and Eve fell into sin.  Adam 
tried to escape by blaming 
Eve, “The woman that you 
gave made me do that!”  But 
God held Adam accountable 
for listening to the errone-
ous idea of his wife.  Adam 
should have listened to the 
Word of God, which is 
Christ, his Head!  What do 
we do when man, the head 
of the family goes astray?  
Who should be the boss?  
The person who follows 
the Word of God should 
lead!  Let us not confuse 
between the cultural head-

ship and spiritual leader-
ship! 

Jacob’s family was a bizarre, 
dysfunctional family.  Jacob 
wrestled with two wives, and 
he did not treat them equally.  
He showed partiality to two 
children over other ten chil-
dren.  The children became 
violent and sold one of their 
brothers as a slave.  One of 
the daughters got raped, and 
the brothers engaged in 
mindless killing.  One of his 
sons tried to pick up a prosti-
tute and that prostitute 
turned out to be his own 
daughter in law!  The story 
reminds us clearly that there 
will be chaos when there is 
no leadership in the family!  
What do we do in such cir-
cumstances?  Do we allow 
the whole family to fail?  NO!  
Somebody got to step in 
and take charge of that 
family!    That was what Jo-
seph did in Jacob’s family.  
He pulled them together, and 
gave them clear leadership, 
because the Word of the 
Lord was with him!  The per-
son who has the Word of the 
Lord must lead!  When Noah, 
the head of the family fell 
apart, and became a drunk-
ard, Shem and Japheth took 
the leadership role, and 
therefore they were blessed! 
(Gen. 9:23) Abigail’s story is 
a wonderful story (1 Samuel 
25).  Her husband Nabal 
(literal meaning “fool!”) not 
only refused to help David, 
but he insulted him also.  
David came to annihilate 

Nabal’s whole family.  Abi-
gail did not follow the lead 
of Nabal, but instead she 
went and offered gifts to 
David and pacified him.  
The point of the matter is 
this: whoever walks 
closer to the Will of God 
should take the lead.  
The Word of God is the 
actual head of the family!   
Remember 1 Corinthians 
11:3?  The head of every 
man is Christ! (the Word of 
God) .  Anyone who walks 
contrary to the Word of 
God loses his ability to 
lead.  It is time for some 
one else to step forward, 
and lead that family.  Even 
little children can lead 
sometimes!  (As the Scrip-
ture says in Isaiah 11:6, 
”Little child will lead 
them”).    Samuel’s story 
illustrates this point (1 
Sam. 3).  He heard the 
Word of God, and passed 
that to Eli.    Likewise, a 
little servant girl counseled 
Naaman effectively, and 
he got healed! (2 Kings 5).   
ANYBODY WHO CAN 
HEAR THE WORD OF 
GOD SHOULD BE ABLE 
TO LEAD THE FAMILY IN 
THE RIGHT DIRECTION!   
DO NOT LET THE FAM-
ILY FALL APART.  
SOMEBODY, I MEAN, 
SOMEBODY WHO CAN 
HEAR THE VOICE OF 
THE LORD, PLEASE 
STEP IN AND TAKE 
CHARGE OF YOUR FAM-
ILY!
